EXECUTIVE SUMMARY 

In June 2018, The Reynolds Group (TRG) performed Phase II shallow agricultural soil sampling at 

the subject Site in an attempt to mitigate or confirm the following recognized environmental 

condition (REC) identified in TRG’s Phase I Environmental Site Assessment (ESA) Report, dated 

May 21, 2018: 

• “Possible pesticide and/or herbicide impact to shallow soils from approximately 30

years (1938 to 1968) of agricultural use.”

As detailed in this report, analytical results of soil samples collected by TRG at the Site on June 4, 

2018, were “non-detect” for pesticides and herbicides.  As such, the above REC has been 

mitigated and potential soils impact from historical agricultural use is no longer an issue of 

concern at the Property.       
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FIELDWORK 

 

On June 4, 2018, TRG mobilized to the Site (see Figure 1 - Site Location Map) and collected soil 

samples at locations shown on Figure 2.  A total of 24 individual samples were collected from 

four generally areas of the Site.  The 24 samples were composited/consolidated into four samples 

based on the vicinity where they were collected.  Section “A” samples were collected from the 

western-most area of the Site (Sample IDs 1A through 6A); Section “B” samples were collected 

from the west-center area (1B through 6B); Section “C” from the east-center area (1C through 

6C), and Section “D” samples were collected from the eastern-most area of the Site (1D through 

6D).   

 

All soil samples were collected at approximately 6-inches below ground surface (ft bgs), using a 

hand-auger sampling device.  Six soil samples each from Sections A, B, C, and D (24 total) were 

collected into 6-inch long stainless steel sampling sleeves.  The sleeves were end-wrapped with 

Teflon, sealed with PVC end caps, uniquely identified with the sample location and date, and 

were placed in an ice-cooled chest for transportation to Orange Coast Analytical, a state-certified 

laboratory (ELAP #2576) in Tustin, California.    

 

Laboratory analyses and results are addressed in the following section. 

 

LABORATORY ANALYSES AND RESULTS 
 

At TRG’s request, Orange Coast Analytical composted/combined the six samples each from 

Sections A, B, C, and D into four samples identified as “Composite A”, “Composite B”, “Composite 

C”, and “Composite D”.  Compositing provides a general idea of soil conditions to determine if 

more specific soil sample analysis at additional expense is necessary.  If any of the composite 
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samples tested positive for pesticides or herbicides, the individual samples from the area would 

have been analyzed.   

 

Orange Coast Analytical analyzed Composite samples A through D for Organochlorine Pesticides 

by EPA Method 8081A, and for Chlorinated Herbicides by EPA Method 8151A.  No pesticides or 

herbicides were detected in Composite A, Composite B, Composite C, or Composite D.  As such, 

no further analysis of individual soil samples was necessary.   

 

CONCLUSIONS 

 

Based on soil sample analytical results from TRG’s June 4, 2018, investigation, the historical 

agricultural REC identified in TRG’s May 2018 Phase I report has been mitigated.
